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Assessments Updates

Each year we assess students so we can make the most of their learning day!! By now your child
should have participated in some assessments to help decide the best learning opportunities.

FAIR-Florida Assessment in Reading. ALL students in K-5 take this assessment unless special
needs.

SAM Reading and Math -(Student Assessment for Mastery) . Students in grades 3-5 take this
progress monitoring test at the beginning, middle, and end of year unless special needs. This test
assesses what they should know by year’s end. 5" grade students also take the SAM Science as-
sessment.

Charlotte Writes is a writing assessment that students in K-5 take to assess progress in writing.
Kindergarteners will begin this assessment midyear. Students in 1% through 5™ grades will take this
assessment three times throughout the school year to check writing progress.

FOCUS Has Been Updated

FOCUS is our online reporting and grading system. We took on this new program as a school dis-
trict last school year and added online grading midyear. You can access your child’'s grades any
time online if you have your login and password. Contact school if you need your FOCUS login in-
formation. This is a wonderful way to stay informed about how your child is progressing!

Ms. Clark, and our classroom teachers put in much time and effort designing our website and keeping it
up to date. Because we encourage paperless communication, we ask that you visit our website
frequently
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Good news, parents, there is no line at PPU at 3:15! We have worked extremely hard to provide faster
pick up through our Parent Pick Up line. We now have students in 3"-5" grades loading AFTER 3:05
ONLY at the bus ramp. This is for students who do NOT have younger siblings and are in grades 3-5.
This has shortened our pick up in the front of the building tremendously. And we are finishing both lines
by 3:15!! Beginning Tuesday, November 1st, we well end PPU at 3:15. Please arrive to school by

3:15 pm to receive your child.

If you are driving and waiting for your child off campus, please know this is not the safest option for your
child. Our employees are not allowed to go off campus, or even to cross the street, to deliver your child
to you, and we cannot control whether you are on time when waiting for your child. If your child leaves
campus, and you are not there, this puts your child in an unsafe circumstance which we have no control
over. For your child’s safety, come through our Parent Pick Up line. It truly is faster now and a SAFE
way to receive your child if you are waiting off campus in your car.

***| have received MANY concerns from parents coming through the PPU line that parked cars off
campus are causing a safety issue for other cars coming to pick up their child AND FOR STUDENTS
WHO ARE WALKERS. Our bus drivers are also concerned about cars parking along the street as they
leave campus. This is not a safe procedure for your child! The last thing we want is for an accident to
happen...please use our PPU line if you are receiving your child in a car off campus.

Thank you for your cooperation in this important safety procedure.

Rainy Day Procedure

If bad weather is imminent, all biker and walker students will be kept inside. Parents are
asked to go to one of the designated PPU areas to receive their child during RAINY DAY DISMISSAL
DAYS. ltis the discretion of the Principal as to inclement weather.

When Visiting KES...We will have FOB Access Soon!

Visitors to the school prior to 9:05 and after 2:45 are asked to sign in at the office lobby desk. Any
visitor on campus must have a visitor pass. During school hours, please go in to the inner office to
sign in. ALL VISITORS MUST SIGN IN AT THE OFFICE. If you come to our Family Reading Ex-
perience we ask that you sign in there. If needing access to any other part of the building you must
come to the office to get a visitor pass, even after FRE mornings. This is for the safety of all stu-
dents. Visitors in the building without a pass will be asked to go to the office.

KES is in the process of getting FOB Access. When this occurs, only those with FOB access will be
allowed to enter the building prior to 8:00. Those parents coming to KEEP will be met at the lobby

door. Itis important that your child not arrive to schoo | prior to 8:00. We do not have supervi-
sion for students prior to 8:00 am. Please consider joining KEEP if you need to bring your child be-
fore 8:00 am.

Statewide Assessments

Spring 2012 FCAT Writing (February 28 — March 1, 2012)

CAT Writing is administered to all students enrolled in gra#le8, and 10. You may wish to review communicatidis-
tributed in July 2011, regarding changes to FCATIitM{.

Spring 2012 FCAT 2.0 Reading, Mathematics, and Sciee (April 16 — 27, 2012)

CAT 2.0 Readingtests are based on the Next Generation Sunshite St@ndards in reading and will be administered
students in grades 3 through 10. Grade 3 studeatsequired to achieve a Level 2 or above to bmpted to grade 4. Grade
10 students must achieve a passing score as ahe oféquirements for graduation. The Grades 6 &nHJAT 2.0 Reading
tests are computer- based tests with paper-basemawdations for students whose IEP or 504 Plaitates the need for
them.

CAT 2.0 Mathematicstests are based on the Next Generation Sunshitee Sndards in mathematics and will be
administered to students in grades 3 through 8.

CAT 2.0 Sciencetests are based on the Next Generation Sunshitee Sndards in science and will be administerestuto
dents in grades 5 and 8. With the addition of th@dgy 1 EOC Assessment, a comprehensive sciemsssment in grade 11
will no longer be administered. There are no geitldesponse items on the Grades 5 and 8 FCAT 2ebi@cassessments,
and students will receive Reriodic Table of the Elements use during testing, but no reference sheetdesituperformance
on the FCAT 2.0 Science in 2012 will be linked he existing FCAT Science score scale through thipeccentile linking
method. By this method, 2012 FCAT 2.0 Science scwiél be linked to 2011 FCAT Science scores atdhme percentile
rank, allowing the 2012 FCAT 2.0 Science scordsetoeported as FCAT Equivalent Scale Scores, wiainge from 100-500.
